The Federation of Chefs Scotland will be hosting the third World Culinary Grand Prix at ScotHot 2005

Twelve International Senior Teams will be invited to participate in this competition

The Invitations to compete will be sent to all 76 member countries of the World Association of Cooks Societies (WACS)

The Competition will follow the WACS Culinary Committee Guidelines in all aspects.

Teams will compete in both the Restaurant of Nations Kitchen and Cold Buffet Tables.

The Restaurant of Nations will require the Teams to provide a meal of Three courses for 85 persons

Entry to the kitchen area will be at 0600 hours for set up and the competition will begin at 0700 hours

The Competition should finish at 1500 hours

The Judging will be in two parts Kitchen practices and a blind tasting panel

The Buffet Table will consist of the following three sections;

Section A;

1 Cold Buffet Platter for 8 persons Fish, Game, or Meat

6 Plated Individual Appetisers

A selection of Finger Food 3 Hot, 3 Cold suitable for a Cocktail Drinks Reception

Section B;

1 Vegetarian Platter for 4 persons Hot served Cold

A Gourmet 5 Course Dinner for 1 person

4 x 1 Individual Main Course Plates

Section C;

4 x 1 Individual Desserts Plates

6 portions of a Banqueting Dessert 

A selection of 5 varieties of Petit Fours or Chocolates with an appropriate Centre Piece, 6 portions of each

The Buffet tables will be 18ft x 15ft and be covered and have a skirting around to the floor

No Power will be supplied to the table therefore teams should not bring lights with them adequate lighting will be provided

Teams will be provided with 3 Twin Rooms for 5 nights

 Arrival Sunday 24th departure Friday 29th
A Working Kitchen will be provided for preparation

A member of the Federation will act as Host to assist the Team

A sum of £500 Sterling will be given to each Team to assist in Costs

There will be an Awards Ceremony on Friday 29th April followed by a light lunch

All Judges for the World Culinary Grand Prix will be invited from the WACS Judges List as stated in the Culinary Guidelines
